[II. The colonial era 1826-1947

[V. The post-Colonial era— 4th to 12th century

The ancient era began in the 4th century with the mention of Kamrupa in
Samudragupta's inscriptions on the Allahabad pillar and the establishment of
the Kamrupa kingdom.
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The Medieval era began with the attacks from the Bengal sultanate, the first of
which took place in 1206 by Bakhtiyar Khalji as mentioned in the Kanai
Boroxiboa inscription.
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The colonial era began with the establishment of British Control after the treaty
of Yandaboo in 1826.

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The ancient name of Assam - Pragjyotishpur.
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Prag means East direction and Jyotish means stars or Astrology.
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Assam was called as 'City of Eastern Astrology'.
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The name of Assam is mentioned as Pragjyotishpur in the epic Ramayana and
the Mahabharata.
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In Kalika Puran and Yogini Tantra, the name of Assam was mentioned as
Kamrupa.

The tantric text 'Yogini Tantra' is dedicated to the worship of two goddesses,
Kali and Kamakhya.
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Ahom gave the name - Assam.
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In Yogini Tantra Kamrupa was divided into four parts -
1. Ratnapith (Karatoya River to Sankosh River)

2. Kampith (Sankosh River to Rupohi River)

3. Swarnapith (Rupohi River to Bharali River)

4. Saumarpith ( Bharali River to Dikrang River)
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Danava Dynasty
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First dynasty of Pragjyotishpur

Founder - Mahiranga Danava

Capital- Mairang Parvat

Mahiranga Danava was successes by Hatakasura, Sambasura, Ratnasura and
Ghatakasura.

Ghatakasura was killed by Narakasura and founded a new dynasty.
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Asur or Bhauma Dynasty
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Narakasura established this dynasty after killing Ghatakasura.

Pragjyotishpur was the capital of Bhauma dynasty. According to Mythology like
Brahma Purana and Vishnupurana, Narakasura was the son of Vishnu in his
boar (pig) incubation and Dharitri (Earth, Prithbi ), and brought up by Janaka,
the king of videha or North Bihar.

He married Maya, the daughter of the king of Vidarbha.

At first he was pious and prospered, but afterwards he came under the
influence of

Bana Asur, king of Sonitpur and grew irreligious and presumptuous. He was
greatly favoured by Vishnu, who taught him to worship the Goddess
Kamakhya.

But after he asked Kamakhya to take him as her husband, and carry out her
terms of agreement, he erected a temple for her on the Nilachala Hills,
constructed a road to the temple in a single night.

Narakasura was killed by Sri Krishna.
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
